ARK Consulting Group was recently engaged by Reino International, to undertake an ergonomic and
manual handling assessment of the AutoCITE X3 handheld device in accordance with the Victorian
Occupational Health and Safety (Manual Handling) Regulations 1999 and New South Wales Occupational
Health and Safety Regulation 2001.

For the purpose of the independent assessment a sample device Model No. X3Cl and Serial No. 75032
was provided to ARK and put through the rigors of operational use.

By definition Manual Handling involves any physical activities that humans may engage in and include
lifting, pushing, pulling, holding, throwing and carrying.
Repetitive tasks such as assembling, cleaning, using hand-
hand tools and operating machinery and equipment are
examples of manual handling activities.

The function of this assessment was to identify any manual
handling issues associated with the use of the AutoCITE X3
and to assess the risks associated with these issues to allow
Reino International to address these risks (should there be
any) with appropriate control actions.




THE ASSESSMENT:

A Task Risk Assessment for the use of the AutoCITE X3 was carried out. For this assessment, it was
presumed that a working day comprises of 6 to 8 hours and actual data entry time (using the AutoCITE
X3) comprises approximately 2 to 4 hours of that working day. The activities in the working day is
presumed to comprise of walking or standing for the 6 to 8 hours and the data entry time includes any
time in which the operator is holding or entering data into the device.

GENERAL ASSESSMENT OF DEVICE:

Screen:

The screen is large, clear and is backlit for poor lighting conditions. The characters on the screen are
clear and easily read. The backlight may be adjusted for different lighting conditions.

Keypad:
The keypad is appropriately positioned on the device to allow for ease of use and access to all buttons.

The buttons are sized to allow different sized fingers to press buttons without erroneously hitting other
adjacent buttons. The buttons are also backlit to enable the buttons to be seen in all lights.

RECOMMENDATIONS & CONCLUSIONS:
The task risk assessment concluded that the risk of manual handling injuries is small when using the X3
handheld device over the period of time specified in the assessment.
