|n June/July 2007 the Australian Federal Police -- ACT Policing, ACT Roads & Traffic Authority and ACT
Airport all adopted the AutoCITE X3 electronic handheld solution.

This comprehensive installation across a number of ACT
Government Agencies ensures that they are now equipped with
ruggedized devices and field-proven software that can quickly and
reliably enter and upload required infringement related data in-the-
field, eliminating data collection and transposition errors. The
devices also provide lists of stolen motor vehicles, suspended
drivers and vehicles, previously cautioned drivers and persons
wanted on warrant. ACT RTA will use the X3 to issue traffic related
infringement, including defect notices as well as recording day to
day activities.

Updated handheld Autocite technology introduced
Thursday, 14 June 2007

ACT Policing has revealed the latest technological aid to its officers working “in the field”.

The Autocite X3 is a new generation, hand-held computer terminal system used by police primarily to issue
Traffic Infringement Notices and Cautions, but with other capabilities such as storing lists of stolen motor
vehicles, suspended drivers and vehicles, previously cautioned drivers and persons wanted on warrant.

The original Autocite system was introduced in the ACT in 1994, replacing hand written tickets. The first
generation equipment was updated in 2001 and has proved itself in terms of cost and resource saving. ACT
is only police service in Australia to use this technology. The X3 is the third generation of this equipment,
taking advantage of the changes in technology which have occurred since 2001. Due to its long-life
batteries, it can remain in the field in use for longer than the previous model.

Autocite X3 is lighter, smaller and more user-friendly with the operator able to use either the built-in touch
screen or keyboard. The rugged construction of the device is specific to a policing environment and to
endure temperature extremes. Each X3 terminal costs around $5000. The total cost of the re-equipment
program, including training and infrastructure to download data, is around $550,000.

A total of 75 X3s will be issued to officers across the ACT, double the number provided previously. All
Traffic members, plus all General Duties patrol cars and many other areas, such as SRS and Territory
Investigations Group detectives, will also carry the terminals in marked and unmarked vehicles.The X3 can
also capture and store audio files, image files and hand drawn diagrams (all of which are automatically
embossed with a time and date stamp) for later use in any prosecution.

The introduction of the X3 is being monitored by other police jurisdictions which are interested in the cost
and resource savings.

An independent university study of all factors associated with the procurement and operation of parking
meters has concluded that the Reino 100% Green Cell (zinc air) solution is environmentally superior to
solar power alternatives;

These are
required for Pay-and-Display meters where the motorist must take the ticket back to their vehicle and
display it in the window, or as a “receipt” for a Pay-by-Space transaction on some meters. The Reino Digital
‘Pay by Space’ meter does NOT require a ticket or receipt for the motorist payment, service or enforcement
purposes.

If we take an example of a moderate sized city:
10,000 metered parking spaces with an average of 5 payment transactions per day, equates to a
total of 50,000 transactions per day;

If these meters operate for 260 days/year (e.g. weekdays only) this results in 26,000,000 tickets
being produced each year in the city; and

With an average receipt being at least 5 centimeters in length, these tickets would stretch for over
1287 kilometers and weigh over 9072 Kilograms.

What is the environmental cost of simply manufacturing the paper rolls to produce these tickets?

Furthermore, these tickets serve no useful purpose and are typically
thrown in the rubbish. A certain percentage will be littered and
eventually end up in the City’s streets and storm drains.
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Power Consumption:

The ‘Pay by Space’ solution runs off an environmentally friendly “green-cell” battery.
From an environmental perspective, it does not contain lead, mercury, cadmium or
other heavy metals that are typically contained in rechargeable lead-acid batteries
used in solar powered meters. As such, when exhausted, the Green Cells may be
disposed in ordinary landfill and do not require special environmental disposal
procedures that are required for the disposal of potentially environmentally
damaging rechargeable lead-acid batteries.

Solid-state, digital components results in the need for fewer maintenance staff. No consumables to refill, no
moving mechanical parts requiring regular maintenance and replacement. Fewer meters out of commission
results in far greater parking efficiencies, cost saving and revenue outcomes.

Topping up of parking could be achieved via mobile phone without the need to return to
the vehicle or the meter!

Enforcement with a Pay & Display solution requires an officer to stop at every vehicle
to find and read a valid ticket, and then compare printed time and date with real-time.

Reino’s SneakerNet system allows the ‘Pay by Space meter(s) to communicate meter information such as
Paid parking status, Location Data, Infringement Code, Equipment identification; and Operational status of
the equipment directly to the AutoCITE X3 hand held enforcement device.
