AutolSSUE has the ability to attach contemporaneous data such as photographs, voice recordings,
diagrams (via touch screen) and additional notes, directly to the infringement notice at the time of issue.
This information is maintained like a single file and transferred to AutolSSUE during the upload process.
Multiple photographs can be attached to an infringement notice at any time. The in-built VGA camera on
the AutoCITE X3 device will provide a clear picture to assist in establishing the points of proof required
for successful prosecution of the offence.

Multiple sound recordings can also be captured and attached to an infringement notice at any time. The
AutoCITE X3’s sound recorder can be accessed via a menu driven selection or via a button that has
been mapped to initiate the recorder.



Comprehensive Infringement management

There is a venerable history among Australian, New Zealand and overseas AutoCITE customers who
have used their hand held devices for more than the issuing of infringements. In addition to the benefits
of using the AutoCITE product range for ‘Parking Enforcement’ purposes, there are a variety of
additional modules available, such as:

Tracking of stolen vehicles;

Tracking unregistered vehicles;

Broken or damaged signs;

Asset Registers;

Animal registers;

Litter;

Local law compliance — alfresco dining or building permits;
Health inspections;

Contemporaneous Data capture (Photos, Voice and Diagrams)

In addition there is the ability to capture ‘Environmental’ reporting such as:
Fire hazards;
Overhanging branches;
Potholes;
Street furniture conditions;

Overview of additional software modules:

Parking Software & ‘Hotlists’

The Parking module represents the most popular feature of the AutoCITE. Parking Officers have rapid
access to all offence codes that are loaded onto the AutoCITE unit, facilitating the efficient production of
infringements.

A particularly valuable option linked to this software package is the “hotlist” feature. This enables a wide
range of “warning” information to be recorded that facilitates efficient enforcement by Council officers on
patrol. For example, details of stolen vehicles, unregistered vehicles and outstanding warrants against
persons or licences can be downloaded onto AutoCITE units for immediate access by Parking Officers
and Rangers on the street, allowing cross-referencing with current activities.

AutoCITE can also store general registered vehicle information and details that enable Parking Officers
to rapidly identify those vehicles with allocated resident permits, disabled permits, etc.

Caution or Warning ‘Tracking’ Software

Through the use of the Caution (or Warning) software module, Parking Officers and Rangers have the
capacity to issue automated caution notices to motorists that look identical to infringement notices
except for the following:

Caution number instead of an infringement number;

Penalty amount prints $0.00; and

No due date printed.



Vehicle details relating to caution notices are downloaded onto all Council’'s AutoCITE units overnight,
ensuring officers have full and immediate access to relevant details the following day. This means that if
attempting to caution a particular vehicle, officers are alerted to the fact that that vehicle has already
received a caution notice, and can confidently issue an infringement notice instead.

Animal Software

The Animal software module allows Councils to efficiently store all local animal details, thus enabling
Rangers direct access to relevant information while on the street. AutoCITE provides Councils with the
capacity to load their entire animal database onto the handheld unit with space available for 100,000+
animals.

With this information, Rangers on patrol are equipped with all necessary information to immediately
identify every registered animal in the city and trace owner details for the prompt return of any located
animals. Such capabilities offer improved efficiencies when animals are located, with Rangers able to
return them directly to their owners rather than first having to access a central information repository to
identify the animal, the owner and the location of the owner’s residence. Information stored within the
handheld unit (animal details, owner details, etc) is used to automatically populate relevant data fields,
enabling the rapid production of accurate infringement notices.

Local Laws Software

The Local Laws software package is used to issue infringements to individuals who break general local
laws, not covered by other modules. The software covers a range of local laws and has been used for
offences as wide and varied as littering, fire offences, off-road vehicle offences and breaches of clean
air, water and beach regulations. Details collected relate to offenders, offences and, where relevant,
vehicles.

Activity Log Software

The Activity Log software module enables Council officers to record assigned jobs for a given period and
to detail any actions taken during non-ticket writing periods. This enables improved visibility of officer
movements and activities and assists with the management of resources.

Defective Vehicle Software

The Defective Vehicle software enables AutoCITE units to issue defective vehicle notices and/or notices
to comply. A notice can be issued to advise a motorist of any defects with their vehicle and the time in
which they must rectify the problem/s.

Asset Management

The Asset management module incorporates sign maintenance, meter maintenance, street furniture,
etc. These modules allow the officer to report on the asset, issue, location, time, date, officer reporting
the issue, general notes etc. via the AutoCITE device.

Time Limit ‘Mark’ Mode

Time Limit ‘Mark’ mode enables the officer to record the marking of vehicles electronically without the
need to 'chalk’. The function works by recording the valve stem of a front and rear tyre stem using the
o'clock face, whilst also recording the location of the vehicle. The software automatically records the
time and date against the record taken by the operator. Upon returning to the area the user re-enters the
details of the vehicle and if these details match, then it prompts the user that the vehicle has not moved
from its current position for the last X period of time. This information can then populate the relevant
infringement fields to reduce the necessity for repeated data entry by the officer.



Barcode Software

Each AutoCITE infringement can be allocated a barcode, which contains information accessible through
barcode readers. This has the advantage of facilitating payment of infringements, for example through
Council itself, at Australia Post Offices or at other approved locations.

The standard barcode on an AutoCITE infringement notice is a code 39 barcode, printed across the top
of the infringement notice. This contains the infringement number in addition to a start bit and a stop bit
at either end of the numerical sequence.

AutoCITE has the capacity to utilise other less common barcode formats if required, with individual
specifications supplied by the client. Most barcode readers are able to read a wide range of barcode
formats.

Recent installations.

Customers throughout Australasia have decided to adopt the AutoCITE solution for their operational
Infringement Management requirements. Both new and existing customers have recently experienced
the AutoCITE evolution; here are a few recent experiences....

NEW SOUTH WALES

Newcastle City Council

Corks were popping in early 2006 when Newcastle City Council became the first NSW Reino

International AutoCITE customer to “go live”.
Since the implementation, Newcastle officers are utilising
the Parking module, Time Limit ‘mark’ mode, Cautions,
Warnings & Tracking, Tourist Information and Officer
Logs.

Newcastle CC is also in the process of accessing the
AutoCITE X3 soft leather Pouch and Holster to ensure
OH&S compliance.

Royal Botanic Gardens

RBG took a holistic approach to their parking strategy by

implementing (42) RSV2 Multi Bay Parking meters with

credit card and mobile phone payments along with the
AutoCITE X3 handheld infringement devices.

Along with the standard parking module, RBG purchased the AutoCITE X3 “Sneeker-Net” module which
allows the AutoCITE to interface directly with the RSV2 parking meter. This facility drastically reduces
the number of key-strokes resulting in a significant reduction in the number of error rates in data entry
and processing.

VICTORIA

Hobsons Bay

Having been a valued customer for several years, Hobsons Bay CC decided it was time to trade-in the
old D-Series AutoCITE devices for the new X3 model. As Hobsons Bay utilises the NovaPark system
for their “back-end” processing, they were very keen to incorporate the Image capture capabilities of the
AutoCITE X3 into the NovaPark system so that photographs could be disseminated via letter, upon
demand or could be automatically included within the contents of a reminder notice.



Reino International is currently working with Tenix Solutions to develop an application that will
automatically export contemporaneous data such as images and voice recordings into the NovaPark
system.

TASMANIA

Hobart City Council

In an effort to keep up with the latest technology Hobart CC
upgraded their existing AutoCITE S3 handhelds to the brand
new X3. Hobart CC utilizes the AutolSSUE network version
as they have multiple locations for their docking stations and
recharges.

The Hobart CC Parking Officers have become highly

proficient with the AutoCITE devices with the average

parking ticket taking only a minute or so to issue. Given the

operational requirements of the Officers within Hobart CC,

the robust design of the AutoCITE X3 handles the rigors of

day-to-day use without comprising on the technological

features that a standard off-the-shelf PDA device (which often requires add-ons to keep it from
sustaining damage out in the field) can offer.

Glenorchy City Council
As with the majority of the Tasmanian municipalities, Glenorchy CC decided it was time to put aside the
Politess handheld device and take full advantage of the many features of the AutoCITE X3.

Glenorchy officers now have the ability to issue parking infringements, capture images, voice recordings
and produce comprehensive reports with a system that works flawlessly with their existing back-end
processing system.
